Madam Chair, 

Jordan's national laws have relied on the principles of justice and 

equality as the basis for its legal and governance systems. The rule of 

law also encompasses the framework for democracy and reform, serving 

as an invaluable tool for national development and advancement. In this 

context, the Jordanian government has prioritized the fight against 

corruption, nepotism, and organized crime.  

  

Jordan has also set up new democratic institutions, such as the 

Constitutional Court, the Independent Election Commission, the Jordan 

Integrity and Anti-Corruption Commission, to ensure that the rule of law 

and judicial principles are implemented for all. 

Madam Chair, 

We wish to draw attention to the issue of unlawful use of force in 

national and international armed conflicts and the challenge to 

implement the rule of law in this regard. While the rules on use of force 

are only permitted, under international law, in accordance with the UN 

Charter, we continuously observe that such rules on the use of force are 

being violated. It is also crucial to ensure that the parties to armed 

conflicts whether international or non-international, adhere to 

international humanitarian law.  

In this context too, we call on members of the international community 

to fulfill their responsibilities regarding implementing accountability for 



 

 

the commission of serious international crimes such as genocide, ethnic 

cleansing, and torture.  

 

As some countries try to navigate their way out of the remnants of war, 

United Nations peacekeeping and peacebuilding operations have given 

aid when needed. Thus, they have proven to be a useful tool in 

controlling international and non-international armed conflicts and re-

establishing the rule of law. They preserve peace and security, promote 

the organization of elections, aid in disarmament, and safeguard human 

rights.

In closing, we wish to reiterate our commitment to the advancement of 

the rule of law at all levels. We look forward to a proactive and fruitful 

discussion.
