Last year, we have experienced an abridged version of the Sixth
Committee, with thought-provoking debates but few concrete results. Brazil expresses
its appreciation to the Secretariat, the Bureau and the entire Committee for the efforts
in making some progress while navigating uncharted waters and overcoming severe
limitations to meet, interact and negotiate. For the 76th Session, though, we do expect
to see more progress across all topics of our agenda. The Sixth Committee should not
settle for technical roll-overs as the rule when international law is continuously evolving

and the world it regulates is constantly changing.
