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 Japan believes that it is important for a Convention on Crimes Against Humanity to 

be adopted with broad support. 
 To this end, appropriate consideration must be given to the circumstances of each 

country, including consistency with criminal law principles and its national legal 
systems. 

 As indicated in the commentary prepared by the ILC, we would like to confirm non-
retroactivity of this draft articles. 

Therefore, it is desirable that the prohibition of retroactive application should be 
explicitly stipulated in this draft article.
