Liechtenstein welcomes this year’s report of the International Law Commission and wishes to 

place on record our support for its important work. As we did last year, under this cluster we wish 

to take the floor on the topic “Sea-level rise in relation to international law”, given the 

Commission’s important role in encouraging the progressive development of international law 

and its codification.

In particular, Liechtenstein notes with appreciation the presentation of part two of the second 

issues paper, discussed in Chapter IX of this year’s report, entitled “Reflections on Statehood”. 

As we have emphasized in previous statements and submissions to the ILC on this issue, 

Liechtenstein believes that the will of those most immediately affected – grounded in their right 

to self-determination – must be at the center of all discussions regarding statehood. We were 

therefore pleased to see the right to self-determination raised as an aspect listed for 

consideration relevant to the issue of statehood in paragraph 167(e) of the report. Liechtenstein
