Noting with concern the continuing intercommunal violence, especially against women
and children, calling on the RTGoNU to strengthen social cohesion in South Sudan,
including through community-led peace dialogue processes to increase intercommunal
security and national reconciliation initiatives.

Supporting enhancing the capacity of national justice actors across South Sudan to
reinforce the rule of law and effectively investigate, prosecute and adjudicate serious
crimes, in particular sexual- and gender-based violence and conflict-related sexual
violence.
