Firstly, Access to electricity has increased significantly. The 2018 World Bank report
shows that over 89% population has access to electricity. 85% of villages have been

electrified and the remaining is expected to be completed by the end of next year.

Secondly, The Government has invested significantly in improving the electricity

infrastructures.



Over US$1.2 billion has been invested in the construction of power plants,

substations, transmission and distribution lines.

A major institutional reform was introduced in 2020 to set up an autonomous public
utility and a regulatory body with the aim to better manage and upgrade the

electricity service.
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
