development.

It is therefore most unfortunate that we continue to
witness climate crisis. The need to scale up the
Implementation of action plans towards reducing global
emissions in line with our aspirations for affordable and

clean energy, remains imperative.

Zimbabwe launched a National Renewable Energy
Policy, in a bid to increase access to clean and affordable
energy and to achieve clear targets for renewable energy,
based on the Nationally Determined Contributions, as
well as the UN Framework Convention on Climate
Change. My Government is targeting to effectively
harness its renewable energy potential, improve installed
power generation capacity, diversify the domestic energy
sector, and boost national energy security.
