This year the DPI hosted the sixth Anmual International Day of Commemoration in
memory of the victims of the Holocaust. The observance of this day not only honors the
memory of those who perished in the Holocaust, it also helps the United Nations to
transmit critical lessons about the dangers of hate, racism, and xenophobia in all of their
forms.

Israel is encouraged by the wide range of work that the Holocaust Outreach Program
continues to perform.

With the support of this program, there has been an expansion of the scope of
rermembrance activities that are carried out in UN Information Centers around the world ~
and significant growth in the audiences that are reached. This year the outreach program
